
2008 'Ohiti Estate' Riesling 

Riesling is a noble white grape variety. It is a Queen amongst Princesses’. Aromatic with generous lime and floral tones, the bouquet is more elevated than other white varieties. There is passion-fruit and citrus on the palate enveloped in an enticing sweetness. Distinguished by its character, the 2008 Ohiti Estate Riesling deserves its place in Riesling nobility.
Accompaniment: Any Royal occasion.

2009 Ohiti Sauvignon Blanc

In order to achieve recognition for Hawke’s Bay Sauvignon Blanc, winemakers have embraced new techniques to enhance the wine. The 2009 Brookfields Sauvignon Blanc explodes with gooseberry and ripe Granny Smith apple. This wine is succulent and full, and the mid palate is instantly appealing. Enjoy.

Accompaniment: Any locally caught fish...
2009 Unoaked Chardonnay

Light straw tones fill the glass. Ripe melon and pineapple flavours dominate the palate. The mid palate is fat with a hint of residual sweetness. This enhances the fruit profile and makes the wine most inviting, with a refreshing finish.

Accompaniment: Poached Terekihi, with a sprig of parsley.

2007 'Ohiti Estate' Cabernet Sauvignon

The 2007 Ohiti Cabernet Sauvignon is red hot news, it is full of the John Campbell factor, and there is all the glitter of Channel 3 to grab your attention. Blackberry flavours, and leather provide the substance for it to be gripping news. Whether your eyes are fixed on the TV or your glass of Ohiti Cabernet Sauvignon, your day will be better for it.
Accompaniment: Scotch fillet and sautéed mushrooms - large glass and time to enjoy.

2008 Burnfoot Merlot

The 2008 Burnfoot Merlot is politically correct. You get what you see. Intense in colour, viscous legs cling to the glass. Plum, leather, violets, and sweet berry are manifested on a bed of enriched tannins.
Accompaniment: Haggis or lamb, and good friends.
